iTerry cat Making

You may embroider eyes instead of buttons.
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Cutting

1. Unsew a side of a towel. The part without piles becomes the inside ears. 

2. Draw the patterns on a towel. 

3. Cut out them with seam allowance (5 - 8 millimeters).
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Sewing

1. Sew the middle of the face (A-B). Sew the middle of the back (G-B). 

2. Sew up the face line include ears (F-E-D-C-B-C-D-B-F).
Front ear is smaller a little than the back. 

3. Sew the tail and turn inside out. 

4. Sew the darts of groins. 

5. Sew the belly to the side of the body (K-L-M-N-O-P). 

6. Sew the back (S-R-Q-P), putting the tail between the hips (Q-R).
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7. Turn inside out. 

8. Sew the roots of the ears (C-E). 

9. Stuff with polyester fiberfill softly.
You may stuff with plastic pellets in the paws. 

10. Close the opening with a thick thread.
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Face

1. Embroider the nose, mouth and whiskers with thick thread.
You may use any colors. 

2. Stitch eye buttons. 

3. If you embroider the eyes too, sleeping eyes are easy.
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Finish

1. Stitch the head to the neck.

Example

You can make them easily using a little cloth.
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Materials

· cotton jersey (face and arms) 

· cotton lawn (lining for the jersey fabric - any thin cloth) 

· cloth (dress and cap) 

· ribbon 

· wool yarn (hair) 

· polyester fiberfill 

· string to suspend 

Tools

· sewing machine, needles, thread, scissors, chalk and so on. 

· ruler, chopstick, pencil. 

· tacky glue (to stick hair). 

· paints or oily felt-tip pen (to paint face). 

· rouge. 

· toothpick. 

Procedure

Making patterns

· Print pattern out on A4 paper. It doesn't have to be precise. 

· There are several types of patterns. You choose any type you like. 

Copy patterns on the cloth

· Head and arms.
Pin two sheets of jersey between two sheets of cotton lawn.
Draw, using a pencil. 

· Body.
It's made in one piece. Mark it with the chalk. 
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Sewing

· If not using a sewing machine, handsew with small stitches. 

· Sew the head and the body around, except at the openings. 

· Sew all around the arms, opening a hole with a ripper on one side of each, 
making sure to have one right and one left arm. 

Turn inside out

· Cut out with scant 1/8th inch margin. Under the thigh, slit close to the seam. 

· Turn arms, using toothpick or other turning tool. 
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Stuffing with fiberfill

· Fill lightly. Don't fill ears. 

· Fill the neck firmly. 

· Stitch the head and body openings. 
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Put skirt on

· Sew cloth (1.6" × 7") in a ring and stitch the hem. 

· Fold waistline a scant 1/4" to the inside, make gathers and stitch it to the body.
Wrap a ribbon around the waist and tie it in a bow behind. 
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Painting features

· Paint eyes and mouth, using color or pen. 

· Rouge the cheeks. 

Positioning arms

· Close the hole in each arm, and stitch it to the body, 
a little toward the front of the body. 
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Positioning head

· Stitch the head to the neck, using large stitches through the filling. 

Hair

· Tie the center of the wool yarn, stitching it by hand. 

· Style hair and length to your liking. Glue hair on head. 

Cap

· Cut a 4-inch diameter circle of fabric. 

· Use a thin glue on the edge (to prevent fraying). 

· Gather 1 inch inside the edge. 

· Place it on doll's head and tack lightly to head. 

· Tie ribbon around the gathers. 
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String tie/pin

· Stitch a string on the top of the head, through the filling, 
or attach a safety pin or pin backing to the back of the doll. 

Just complete!
If you are not good at painting faces...

· Draw lightly with a pencil. 

· When the face was not as you wanted it to be, paint again on the back of the head.
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Angel baby

Tiny little babies with wings. The bodies are made of felt cloth.
The way of making is the same as Mini doll. These babies are rather big and easier.

Materials

· Felt for skin. 

· Felt for wings. 

· Polyester fiberfill. 

· Embroidery yarn for eyes. 

· Woolen yarn for hair. 

Patterns.
Please read the notes about page layout.
There is also smaller pattern in the mini doll page. But the bigger is easier.

Crawling or sleeping angel
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1. Sew the head, body, and limbs. Cut out them with seam allowance of 0.1". 

2. Turn inside out. Stuff with polyester fiberfill. 

3. Close the opening except legs. 

4. Make features on face.
This example is thick embroidery yarn.
You may draw the features or use beads.
Put rouge on the cheeks. 

5. Glue the bunch of yarn on the head. 

6. Stitch the legs to the front of the body. 

7. Stitch the head to the body. 

8. Stitch the arms. 

9. Cut felt cloth 2 parts of wings. Stitch the line of the ridge. 

10. Stitch the wings to the back. 
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Dressed angel
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Simple body and square dress. Use the big wings.

1. Sew the parts and cut out. 

2. Stuff fiberfill in them.
When you put a wire in the arms, refer to Mermaid baby. 

3. Sew 2 beads on the face. 

4. Patch a bit of felt on the thread of the head. 

5. Glue the hair. 

6. Cut white cloth in 2 squares (4 x 4). 

7. Sew the shoulders and the sides. 

8. Stitch the hem. 

9. Put it on the body and gather the neckline. 

10. Stitch the head to the body. 

11. Attach the wings on the back. 

12. Make a ring and put it on the head. 
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This ring is the same material as Kimono doll's sandal.
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Closing eyes.
 

Angel cat for Christmas tree ornament
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Stuffed little kitty with angel's wings.

	


4 inch tall.

Materials

· Semi furry fabric (fleece, mohair or Angora).
I used the rest of Kishu dog. 

· Felt as eyes and inside ears. 

· Lace for wings. Braid for the ring. 

· Polyester fiberfill. 

Patterns

In the page of Mini doll. Arrange them as you like.

Making

1. Draw patterns on the fabric. Sew up 2 sheets. 

2. Cut out them. Turn inside out. 

3. Stuff fiberfill. Put together. 

4. Cut out the eyes and inside ears from felt. Glue them to the face and ears. 

5. Stitch the nose, mouth and whiskers. 

6. Cut out the lace as the wings. 

7. Stitch them to the back. 

8. Attach the ring. 
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Snowman

Stuffed mini snowman, 3 inch tall.

	


Attach tiny ones to a Christmas tree.
If you make big one, it can be a cushion.
Drawing
Draw 2 circles. Each center is on another circumference.
The overlapped leaf form is a piece of a ball.
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Materials

· Thick, soft and semi-stretch fabric (fleece, mohair or Angora). 

· Felt or imitation leather as eyes and buttons. 

· Cloth for cap. Ribbon as muffler. 

· Polyester fiberfill. 

Making

1. Cut out 4 pieces. 

2. Sew up the 3 edges. 

3. Turn inside out. 

4. Stuff fiberfill in it and stitch the opening. 

5. Make 2 (one is smaller a little). Then sew up them. 

6. Cut out eyes and buttons and glue them. 

7. Sew the cap and stitch it on the head. 

8. Wind a ribbon around the neck. 
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Snowmen
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Mini mermaid Japanesque

Lovely little mermaid doll. About 16cm.

	


Black long hair and sakura chirimen bottom --- it's Japanesque.

Instruction

Refer to Mini doll making. The head and arms are the same. 

· Print the pattern on A4 paper, cut it out. 

· Sew the parts and turn inside out. 

· The fish part is Japanese chirimen cloth.
You can use any cloth. 
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· Glue the caudal fin. Trim it. 

· Stuff with fiberfill. 
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If you like big bosoms...
Put two pills of cotton batting in between the jersey and the lawn.
The glue them.
